MOST historians and biographers of Jinnah divide the latter's political career into three main phases. Remarkably
though, each one of them, considered distinct in termsof hispolitical orientation and public policy, merged into the
next.

Thefirst phase (1904-20) of Jinnah's political career was coterminous with the
period of hisdeep involvement with the Congress. Then began the second phase
which retained the major thrust of his earlier phase in terms of policy concerns
and ultimate goals, but in which his erstwhile involvement with the Congress
transformed into collaboration at critical junctureson certainissuesonwhichthe
Congress'sstancewas compatiblewith hisown.

This middle phase during which he seemingly sailed in two boats finally ended
in 1937, marking the beginning of his mounting decade-long confrontation with
the Congress. This third phase spanned the momentous decade of 1937-47.

— Therewas, of course, yet another phase asfounder of the new nation but it was
. altoobrief andtroubled.

Nurtured in the cosmopolitan and mercantile atmosphere of Bombay, Jinnah,

during the first phase, was not, much different from Badruddin Tyabji (1844-

1906), past president of the Congress, withwhom hewasalso closely associated

in the Bombay Presidency Association, the province's foremost political body.  \nammad ali Jinnah in his youth, in
Like Tyabji, Jinnah, if only because of his background and of the milieu of the  aditional dress. (Photo credit: Wikipedia)
centre of his activity, was largely oblivious of the objective realities of the

Muslim situation and of the problemsand thought-currentsof Muslim India'smainstream.

L ater, however, hismembership of the Imperial Legidlative Council since 1910 gradually brought about a profound
change. It brought him closer to Muslim problems and to the main centres of Muslim opinion in northern India to
Nadwa, toAligarh, and, aboveall, totheMuslim League.

The gradual changein his perception of Muslim problemsfinally led him to recognise that the Muslims had special
interestsand particular needswhich hadto becateredto, if they werenot to beleft far behind inthenational struggle.

Thus, began histiltinfavour of separate el ectorates, conceded earlier inthe Morley-Minto Reformsof 1909, and led
him to counsel his Hindu brethren in October 1916 that “the question is no more open to further discussion or
argument asit hasbeen amandate of thecommunity”, and that “ the demand for separate el ectoratesis not amatter of
policy but amatter of necessity tothe Mahomedans’.

From 1910 onwards, Jinnah had also begun attending the Muslim League
Council meetings and sessions as a special invitee, and participating fully inits
deliberations.

Thethree dominant strandsin thefirst phase of Jinnah's political career were: (i)
afirmbelief inaunited Indian nation, with Hindusand M uslimsbeing co-sharers
in the future Indian dispensation; (ii) working for Indian freedom through
Hindu-Muslim unity; and (iii) working for unity in Muslim ranks through
strengthening the Muslim L eague.

These strands continued in the second phase as well. But with the years their
position cameto bereversed in hisscale of priorities, asthe Congress's ultimate
objectives underwent aradical change under the influence of Hindu extremists,
asexemplified at theAll Parties National Convention deliberationsonthe Nehru
Report in December 1928. Here the Muslim demand for federalism, designed to
ensurethe substance of power to themintheir majority provinces, wascountered
by Hindu insistence on a unitary form of a highly centralised government, with
maj oritariani sm asthe basic premiseand principlewhich, for that precisereason,
envisaged all power to the Hindu-dominated centreand only marginal powerstotheprovinces.

Jinnah's quest for Hindu-Muslim unity, through a national pact, however, continued all through the second phase,
and evenintheinitial yearsof thethird one, ending finally about 1937-38.

In the meantime, Jinnah's efforts for Muslim unity became increasingly pronounced with the years, becoming a 04
passion with him towards the closing of the second phase. And even as the third phase crystallised, this passion -~
turned into hismost magnificent obsession, with himself becoming the supremesymbol of Muslim unity.

National freedom for both Hindus and Muslims continued to be the supreme goal, but the means adopted to achieve
it underwent a dramatic change. If it could not be achieved through Hindu-Muslim unity, it must be achieved
through Hindu-Muslim separation; if not secured through acomposite Hindu-Muslim nationalism, it must be done
through separate Hindu and Muslim nationalisms; if not through aunited I ndia, then through partition.

In either case, the ultimate objective was to ensure equitable political power for Muslims. If Muslims, to use
Penderel Moon'stelling phrase, could not share'thethrone with the Hindusasequalsin Delhi, thenthey must havea
'throne' to themselvesin their mgjority areas. Thus, astudy of Jinnah'spolitical career showsthat 'distinct asthey are

— ...eachof ... [the] main phases merged into the next, and the transitions between them are asimportant as contents

of each in assessing Jinnah's life-span. Indeed it is imperative for an understanding of him to recognise the
continuity of hispolitical progression.’

The clue to histransformation from the 'ambassador of Hindu-Muslim unity' to the fiercest protagonist of Hindu-
Muslim separation, therefore, lay to quote Hodson, the author of the most authoritative British account of the Great
Divide, 'not inany suddenillumination or volteface, but in along processof reinterpretation of basic conceptsinthe
light of changing circumstancesand revel ationsof facts.'

However, the most basi c concept remained unalloyed and constant: that of ensuring equitable power for Muslimsin
the subcontinent. And when he failed to secure that in a multi-nation country, he devised a viable, permanent
Muslim platformin'Pakistan'.

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Quaid e Azam Mohmmad Ali Jinnah was not secular

Barrister Muhammad All Jinnah after financially securing
himself entered the political fieldin 1905 at the age of 30 years
asastaunch nationalist from the platform of the Indian National
Congress. He was soon reckoned as an aggressive, bold and a
forthright speaker for the cause of the Indian independence.

In his speech in December 1906 in an annual open session of the

Indian National Congress in Calcutta he created a stir by §

challenging the British government to hasten the grant of ‘home- Mihamemad Al firnab
rule to India. He said: “If the British do not give 'home-rul€e' to

India and soon, then it will not be Boston tea chests that will be

thrown in to the sea, but truck loads of Britishers that will be §

thrown into the Indian ocean.” The speech not only shook the

Vice-regal Lodge, but al so created ripplesamongst the Congress

ranks as well, who were not prepared to go that far and were

only hypocritically agitating against the Raj.

* Inhispursuit for 'homerule for India, Jinnah firmly believedin

Hindu-Muslim unity as a prerequisite and therefore came to be known as the ambassador of Hindu-Muslim unity. But the
Hindu bigots in the Congress put many obstacles in the way of this unity. Jinnah saw through their nefarious designs to
perpetually dominate the Muslims. For almost 20 years he tried to convince them of the need of this unity and proper
safeguards for the minorities, particularly the Muslims. His views were always sidelined but he remained firm in his
convictions. And in spite of separating from the Congress in 1920, he continued to attend various 'unity' conferences. He
advanced many proposals that were not accepted, and finally came up with his Fourteen Points which later became the
combined voiceof all theMuslim organisations.

Aspresident of theMuslim Leaguein 1916, and at the sametimeafront rank leader of the Indian Congress, hewasinaunique
position and negotiated a unity agreement between the two political parties in a pact known as the Lucknow Pact. It was a
personal triumph for Mr Jinnah. This pact conceded theright of the Muslimsto aseparate el ectorate. Was Mr Jinnah secular?
Someof Mr Jinnah'sdetractorscall him secular.

Who isasecular? Webster's Pocket Dictionary defines secular as one who “is not concerned with religion; and not livingin a
religiouscommunity.”

Let us see Mr Jinnah in the light of this definition. In this context, nothing could be more authentic than Jinnah's own
confession about hisfaith. OnAugust 6, 1939, hesaid: “1 wasborn Muslim; | amaMuslim and shall dieaMuslim.” At another
time hesaid: “I am no Maulana or aMaulvi but | also know alittle of my faith.” Muhammad Ali Jinnah was brought upin a
Muslim family, adhered to the tenants of 1slam, was repeatedly elected to the Indian Council/L egidlative Assembly on a seat
reserved for aMuslim, succeeded in getting anumber of bills concerning the Muslims passed from the L egislative Assembly,
advaocated Hindu-Muslim unity, always stressed for safeguards for the Muslimsincluding their demand for afederal form of
government as envisaged by the Nehru Report. In hisnegotiationswith the government and parlayswith the Indian Congress,
heawaysstoutly advocated theMuslim cause.

But when Jinnah finally resigned from the Congress after 20 years, he focused moreto organise hiscommunity. Within ashort
time in 1935, he gave Muslims a sense of separate entity, athird party statusin 1936/37 when Nehru introduced his “two
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forces” doctrinein the Indian politics, gave them the status of nationhood in 1940, indicated to them the goal of Pakistan and
finally within seven yearsin 1947 brought about the miracle of the 20th century in the form of an independent dominion of
Pakistan.

Withthisbackground and Mr Jinnah'srel entless strugglefor therights of hisMuslim community none of Webster'sdefinitions
may beappliedto him hisactionsor sayings. Hewasasgood aMuslim asanyone of us or perhaps better in many respects. He
had complete knowledge of the convents of 1slam and was well acquainted with the prayer rituals. | am awitnesstoit ashis
ADC. Todub Quaid-i-Azam as secular or that he wanted Pakistan to be asecular stateisonly an attempt to further confusethe
quagmireof political thinking already prevalentinthecountry.

Having said that, | would not like the clerics and those alluding Pakistan to be atheocracy, to get away with the argument that
“if Quaid-i-Azam and Pakistan were no secular thenthey must betheocratic.” Itisafallacy andtotallyillogical.

Inatheocratic state, apriestly class claiming to have divine authority runsthe government. Thisiswhat the politico-religious
classisexploiting inorder to gain power. They have al so spread the notion that “ Pakistan was created inthename of Islam. .. its
ideology ishased on adherenceto thestrict conventsof Islam.” Insupport of their argumentsthey alwaysquotethewell known
slogan: Pakistan kamatlabkia, La-e-la-halllil- lillallaraised by themassesduring their strugglefor Pakistan.

It may be pointed out that a few religious parties are very recent converts to being the champions of Pakistan. Their
predecessors and forefathers vehemently opposed the creation of Pakistan. They called Quaid-i-Azam as Kafir-i-Azam and
Pakistan Dar-ul-Harb (the house of evil). They even preferred to stay back in Indiaafter independence and it was only when
they saw a bleak future for them there, they reluctantly migrated to Pakistan. Encouraged and abetted by the dictators they
established their political foothold and now present themsel vesasthe custodians of Paki stan.

It must be understood that Pakistan was established on the basis of ‘M uslim nationhood' and to safeguard the social, economic
and political existence of the Muslims of the subcontinent. It was not created as atheocratic state. Quaid-i-Azam at no stage
used the term 'ideology' of Pakistan. He alwaystalked of Pakistan asa'democratic’ where 'faith' would be the personal matter

of eachindividual. In hisaddressto the Constituent Assembly onAugust 11, 1947 hesaid: “ Religion, cast or creed hasnothing | 11y
to do with the business of the state.” Again in February 1948 while addressing the Australians and later the Americanshe '~

asserted: “ Pakistanisnot going to beatheocratic stateto beruled by priestswith divinemission.” After these unambiguousand
categorical statementsof theQuaid all thiscontroversy of hisor the state being secular or theocratic should end.

A few wordsfor thewell known slogan: Pakistan KaMatlab Kia: La-e-la-halllil-lillalla. This slogan was an expression of the
two centuries of domination by the majority community that the Muslims saw as ending and in their exuberance and frenzy
they raised slogans.

Founder of the country before and after independencein his speeches and writings always assured the people and theworld at
largethat Pakistanisnot going to be secular or atheocracy to beruled by priests.

Quaid-i-Azam'svision of Pakistanisvery clear: he wanted Pakistan to be modern, progressive, dynamic, forward looking and
ademocratic country with equal rightsfor all itscitizensirrespectiveof their casts, creed or religion.

Jinnah served asleader of theAll-IndiaMuslim Leaguefrom 1913 until Pakistan'sindependenceon 14 August 1947, and
as Pakistan's first Governor-General from 15 August 1947 until his death on 11 September 1948. Jinnah rose to
prominence in the Indian National Congress initially expounding ideas of Hindu-Muslim unity and hel ping shape the
1916 L ucknow Pact betweenthe Muslim L eagueand the Indian National Congress; heal so becameakey leader intheAll
India Home Rule League. He proposed a fourteen-point constitutional reform plan to safeguard the political rights of
Muslimsinaself-governing India.

Jinnah later advocated the two-nation theory embracing the goal of creating a separate Muslim state as per the Lahore
Resolution. The League won most reserved Muslim seatsin the el ections of 1946. After the British and Congress backed
out of the Cabinet Mission Plan Jinnah called for a Direct Action Day to achieve the formation of Pakistan. This direct
action by the Muslim League and its Volunteer Corps resulted in massive rioting in Calcutta between Muslims and
Hindus. Asthelndian National Congressand Muslim Leaguefailed to reach apower sharing formulafor united India, it
prompted both the parties and the British to agree to the independence of Pakistan and India. As the first Governor-
— General of Pakistan, Jinnah led efforts to lay the foundations of the new state of Pakistan, frame national policies and

'~ rehabilitatemillionsof Muslim refugeeswho had migrated from India. Jinnah al so assumed theroleand title of 'Protector

- General of theHindu Minority' during Hindu-Muslimriotsafter 1947. Jinnah died aged 71 in September 1948, just over a
year after Pakistan gained independencefrom the British Empire. Jinnah | eft adeep and respected | egacy in Pakistan, and
according to Stanley Wolpert, Jinnah remained Pakistan'sgreatest |eader sincethe establishment of Pakistanin 1947.

Languages of Pakistan include the two official languagesi.e. Urdu and English,
which are s poken asfirst languages by relatively small numbers of people, but
commonly used throughout the country. Urdu is also Pakistan's national
language and linguafranca. Thefour major provincial languagesof Pakistanare
Punjabi, Pashto, Sindhi and Bal ochi. Other mgjor regional languagesare Saraiki,
Hindko, Pahari-Potwari and Brahui. Farsi is aso spoken by significant
proportions of the population. Dialects such as Dari are popular aswell as some
regional dialects. Farsi speakers are mainly concentrated in Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa, Bal ochistan and someeliteareas of Western Punjab.

Punjabi isspoken asafirst language by morethan 44% of Pakistanis, mostly in
Punjab aswell asby alarge number of peoplein Karachi. However, Punjabi the
language of majority of Pakistani population does not have any official statusin
Pakistan. Dueto emphasison Urdu, Punjabi islosingitsground in Pakistan. The
exact numbers of Punjabi speakers in Pakistan is hard to find since there are
many dialects/ languages, such as Saraiki, which someregard as part of Punjabi
and others regard as separate language. When taking into account Hindko,
Potwari, Pahari, Saraiki, Punjabi dialects are thus spoken by amost 60% of the
population in Pakistan. The standard Punjabi dialects is from Lahore, Sialkot,
Gujranwala and Sheikhupura districts of the Pakistani Punjab which was used |
by Waris Shah (17221798) in hisfamousbook Heer Ranjhaand isal so now days
the language of Punjabi literature, film and music; such as Lollywood. Other
dialectsare Multani or Saraiki intheWest and South, Pothowari & Hindkointhe
North and Dogri inthemountain aress.

Pashto is spoken as a first language by 15.5% (28-30 millions) of Pakistanis,
mostly inthe Khyber Pakhtunkhwaand in Bal ochistan aswell asby immigrants
to the eastern provinces who are often not counted due to census irregularities.
The Pashto hasrich written literary traditions aswell asan oral tradition. There
aretwo major dialect patterns within which the variousindividual dialects may
beclassified; these are Pakhto, whichisthe Northern (Peshawar) variety, and the
softer Pashto spoken in the southern areas. Khushal Khan Khattak (16131689)
and Rahman Baba (16331708) were the most famous poets in the Pashto
language. In the last part of 20th century, Pakhto or Pashto has produced some
great poetslike Ghani Khan, Khatir Afridi and Amir Hamza Shinwari. Thereare
also many Pakistanisfrom theadjacent regionsof Punjab, Sindh and Bal ochistan
who are conversant in Pashto and count it astheir second language. They are not
included inthe overall percentage. Karachi isthe biggest Pashto speaking city in
the world although the Pashto speakers constitute only about 20% of Karachi's
popul ation.
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Sindhi is spoken as afirst language by 15.5% of Pakistanis, mostly in Sindh. It hasarich literature and isused in
schooals. It is an Indo-Aryan (Indo-European) language, derived from Sanskrit, and Arabic languages. The Arabs
ruled Sindh for more than 150 years after Muhammad bin Qasim conquereditin 712 AD, remaining therefor three
years to set up Arab rule. Consequently, the social fabric of Sindh contains elements of Arabic society. Sindhi is
spoken by over 36 million peoplein Pakistan, and isthe official language of Sindh province. Itiswidely spokenin
the Lasbela District of Balochistan (wherethe Lasi tribe speaks adialect of Sindhi), many areas of the Naseerabad
and Jafarabad districts of Balochistan, and by the Sindhi diaspora abroad. Sindhi language has six major dialects:
Sireli, Vicholi, Lari, Thari, Lasi and Kachhi. It is written in the Arabic script with several additional letters to
accommodate special sounds. Thelargest Sindhi-speaking citiesare Karachi, Hyderabad, Sukkur, Shikarpur, Dadu,
Jacobabad, Larkana and Nawabshah. Sindhi literature is also spiritual in nature. Shah Abdul Latif Bhitali
(16891752) isone of its greatest poets, and wrote Sassi Punnun and Umar Marvi, folk stories, in his famous book
"Shah JoRisalo".

Balochi is spoken as afirst language by about 4% of Pakistanis, mostly in Balochistan province. It is believed that
the language was brought to its present location in aseries of migrations from the Kurdistan region of northeastern
Iraq and northwestern Iran. Rakshani isthe major dialect group in terms of numbers. Sarhaddi is a sub-dialect of
Rakshani. Other sub-dialects are Kalati (Qalati), Chagai-Kharani and Panjguri. Eastern Hill Balochi or Northern
Balochi is very different from the rest. Balochi language is very close to the Persian itself. The name Balochi or
Baluchi isnot found beforethe 10th Century. Rakshani isthemajor dialect group intermsof numbers. Sarhaddi, isa
sub dialect of Rakshani. Other sub - dialects are Qalati, Chagai Kharani, and Makrani. The Eastern Hill Balochi or
Northern Balochi aredistinct dialects. The Kethran language in North East Balochistan isalso avariant of Balochi.

The
blooming flower shape of the monument represents Pakistan's progress as a rapidly
developing country. The four main petals of the monument represent the four
provinces (Balochistan, Khyber-Pakhtunkhwa, Punjab, and Sindh), while the three
smaller petals represent the three territories (Gilgit-Baltistan, Azad Kashmir and the
Federally Administered Tribal Areas). The Monument hasbeen designed to reflect the
cultureand civilization of the country and depictsthe story of the Pakistan M ovement,
dedi cated to those who sacrificed themsel vesfor futuregenerations.

From air the monument looks like a star (center) and a crescent moon (formed by walls forming the petals), these
represent the star and crescent on Pakistan'sflag.

The structure comprises four blossoming flower petals, built of granite, representing the unity of Pakistani people.
Theinner walls of the petals are decorated with murals. The central platform is made in the shape of afive-pointed
star which is surrounded by a water body. A metallic crescent surrounding the star is inscribed with sayings of
MuhammadAli Jinnah and poetry of Allamalqgbal.

The monument is located at the west viewpoint of the Shakar Parian Hills, and is spread over atotal area of 2.8
hectares. The high location makes the monument visible from across the twin cities of 1slamabad and Rawal pindi.
The stone was laid on 25 May 2004 and the complex was completed by the end of 2006 for inauguration on 23
March2007. Thetotal costincurred wasmorethan Rs.580 million.

Pakistan it's the 3" largest crop in term of area after wheat and cotton.

Rice production in Pakistan holds an extremely important position in agriculture and the
national economy. Pakistan is the world's fourth largest producer of rice, after China, India
and Indonesia. Each year, it produces an average of 6 million tons and together with the
rest of the Indian subcontinent. Production of 2011-12 of rice is 6160 (000 Tons) the
country is responsible for supplying 30% of the world's paddy rice output. Most of these
crops are grown in the fertile Sindh and Punjab region with millions of farmers relying on
rice cultivation as their major source of employment. Among the most famous varieties
grown in Pakistan include the Basmati, known for its flavour and quality.

Pakistan isaleading rice exporter, dealing in parboiled rice, long grain white rice, basmatirice, broken

rice and super basmati etc. Pakistani rice is treated with state of the art technology and advance

machinery used to process cargoes from initial stages of procurement till the final stages of packing

and loading. Pakistan found to be the best market for the countries which import rice. Rice is unique

among cereal grains in that the entire polished grain is eaten while other cereals are usually

processed before they reach the consumer. Grain quality in rice is, therefore, a very sensitive issue.

Interests and priorities of different sectors of rice industry are different. Farmers are interested in early maturity and high
yield that would give them high returns in the form of good produce and provide enough time for sowing subsequent crops
including wheat. Miller's interest is high head rice recovery. Traders prefer attractive physical appearance (shape and size),
whiteness and uniform grain size.

For consumers, quality encompasses a complete range of visual, sensory and palatability criteria that include impressive
appearance of raw as well as cooked rice texture in terms of stickiness/flakiness and appealing aroma. Rice grain quality
depends on intrinsic quality of rice variety (appearance, milling quality and cooking characteristics), environmental
conditions (temperature, humidity, rainfall) and management practices such as use of healthy seed; optimum sowing time;
balanced and timely application of fertilizers; proper harvest and post-harvest operations, use of modern milling and
polishing machinery etc.

The society and culture of Pakistan comprises numerous diverse cultures and ethnic g
groups. the Punjabis, Kashmiris, Sindhis in east, Muhgjirs, Makrani in the south;
Baloch and Pashtunin thewest. These Pakistani cultureshave been greatly influenced |
by many of the surrounding countries' cultures, such as the Turkic peoples, Persian,
Arab, some partsof SouthAsia, Central Asia, andtheMiddleEast.

Pakistan has a cultural and ethnic background going back to the Indus Valley
Civilization, which existed from 28001800 B.C., and was remarkable for its ordered
cities, advanced sanitation, excellent roads, and uniquely structured society. Many
groups in past came to Pakistan, some of the largest groups were the Proto-Indo- &
Aryans, of which Sindhis and Punjabis descend from and later Iranic peoples which
the Bal och and Pashtuns descend from. Other less significant onesincludethe Greeks,
Scythians, Persians, White Huns, Arabs, Turks, Mongols, Buddhists, and other
Eurasiangroups, up to andincluding the British, wholeftinthelate 1940s.

The region has formed a distinct cultural unit within the main cultural complex of
SouthAsia, the Middle East and Central Asiafrom the earliest times, and isanalogous |
to Turkey's position in Eurasia. There are differences in culture among the different
ethnic groupsin matterssuch asdress, food, and religion, especially wherepre-Islamic
customs differ from Islamic practices. Their cultural origins also revea influences
from far afield, including Tibet, Nepal, India, and eastern Afghanistan. All groups
show varying degrees of influence from Persia, Turkestan and Hellenistic Greece.
Pakistan was the first region of South Asiato receive the full impact of Islam and has
developed adistinct ISlamicidentity, historically different from areasfurther west.

Pakistani society is largely multilingual, multi-ethnic and multicultural. Though
cultureswithinthe country differ to some extent, moresimilaritiesthan differencescan
be found, as most Pakistanis are mainly of Aryan heritage or have coexisted side by
sideaongthelndusRiver for several thousand years, or both. However, over 60 years
of integration, adistinctive "Pakistani" culture has sprung up, especialy in the urban |
areas where many of the diverse ethnic groups have coexisted and in the country now
having a literacy rate of 55%, up from 3% at the time of independence. Traditional
family values are highly respected and considered sacred, although urban families
increasingly form nuclear families, owing to socio-economic constraints imposed by
thetraditional cultureof theextended family.

"Pakistan's cultureisagain unique like the rest of the country. Pakistan's geography is
the meeting point of South Asia, Central Asiaand West Asia/Gulf. Itsculture could be
termed as a combination of sub continental, Islamic, Regional, English, and more
recently global influences. Let us consider them piecemeal. The newly born Pakistan
had to have a sub continental leaning, having been a part of for last 5000 years of its
civilization.
